at Meeting In
Charleston

Dr. Parks, Dean 8cott and Dr.
Walker Attend '

The Georgia State College for
Women last week was voted full
membership in the Southern Asso-
ciation of Colleges in the Annual
Meeting at Charleston. '‘This means
that the work of the College is fully
standardized, and that the degrees
and credits are accepted by the other
colleges and universities in the South
and in the United States.

The Collega was represented at
the Charleston Meeting by President
M. M, Parks, by Dean B, H. Scott,
and by Dr. George Harris Weabber.

The progress and advancement of
the iCollege in recent years have been
remarkable. ‘The -standards have
gradually been raised during the last
twenty years, and degrees have been
given since 1921, The requirements
for admission to the Freshman Class
were raised to the fifteen-unit hasis.
in 1917. The Faculty has been en-
larged and strengthened, and the
College is now doing Standard Col-
lege work, TFull membership in the
Southern Asociation of Colleges is
another step forward.

New Structures Re-
sult of Fire

Main Building Burned One Year
Ago; Is Replaced by Three
New Buildings

The classroom and administration
building of G. 8. C. W, was complete-
1y destroyed by fire a year ago Mon-
day morning, December 8. TFrom
that day through the three hundred
and sixty-five that have followed the
reconstruction has been continued.
The scholastic work has been ham-
pered very little, and other difflcul-
ties thave been' overcome as well
through splendid adminstration and
co-operation, In spite of the handi-
cap the college received the greatest
number of applicants for 1925-26
known in its history.

A large classroom building, mod-
ern and adequate In every respeet,
has reached completion. This im-
posing structure fronts West Han-
cock streat, and its massive columns
offer a fitiing view at the head of the
paved drive,. At present, clagses are
being held in practically every room
of the building. \

The new auditorinum, which faces’
Clarke street, iz well under way,
This promises to be a magnificent
building which will greatly enmhance
