most negligible for the practical
purpose of paper making, He
proved that it could be bleached
very economically and could be
successfuily used for newsprint.
- Dr. Herty brought about the
realization of the idea that trees
could be grown and harvested re-
peatedly like any other crop.

‘In 1950, $30,000,000, was paid
for pulpwood in Georgia — a for-
est product that had had no mar-
ket in our‘state fifteen years ear-
lier. In this same year the total
quality of raw forest products in
Georgia was valued at $167.000,-
000. The financial value of Geor-
gia forests was thus as valuable
as her crop of cotton, This was a
strong element in her movement
for diversification.

Dr. L. C. Lindsley, formerly of
GSCW, concelved the idea of hon-
oring Dr. C. H. Herty by giving a
medal named in recognition of
him to outstanding chemists in the
Southeast. '

The award is given by the Che
mistry Club of GSCW and award-
ed by the Georgia Section of the
American Chemical Society. In
1934, Dr, Herty won this medal
given in His honor. It was present.
ed to him for his perfection of the
manufacture of white paper from
Georgia pines,

Dr, Herty, who died in 1938 was
an industrial leader, a researcher,
and a teacher of chemistry. He
was a gentleman scholar, known
for his grace and cuiture as well
as for his fortitude and ability.

It is particularly appropriate
that the Herty award should be

Originally, he
went to San Blas Province to study
albinism for the Rockefeller Foun-
dation, At that time, he becameso
interested in the whole tribe of
Cuna Indians that he decided to
return to study their culture.

He has written several articles
about the Cuna Indians and their
incidence of albinoes or “moon
children” as they are called. The
accumulation of all his findings
will- be a buok. entitled “Land of
the Moon Children.” The book
will be a sludy of the culture of
the Cuna Indians and will also in-
clude the only history or protest-
ant mission in San Blas Province
in existance. He hopes to complete
his research this summer by gain-
ing information concérning the
{ribes religious beliefs.
