President Susan Jackson 

called the October 27 meeting of 
the Student Senate to order with 
thirty-one senators present. The 
secretary read the minutes of 
the last meeting, and a roll 
sheet was passed around for 
senators to sign. 

The chairmen of the senate 
committees, were announced by 
President Jackson. They are as 
follows: Rules-David Hawley;

The rules were suspended to 
allow Ken Gaskill, a member of 
the Academic Committee, to

speak on the list of proposed 
core curriculum changes. The 
list included the dropping of 
English 200 and 201 from the 
humanities requirements and 
substituting two choices of 
several related courses, such as 
Art 103, Music 103, etc.; the 
addition of Physics 102 to the 
math-science requirements to 
form a physics course 
sequence; and the offering of 
either a sequence of two courses 
of American History or the 

current seqiience of Western 
Civilization courses, either of 
which may be chosen in the 
social science division of the 
core. The Senate approved the 
proposals unanimously. 

President Jackson announced 
that former Bill 15-The 
Declaration of Students Rights-
has to be rewritten in the form 
of a resolution and submitted at 
the next Senate Meeting. The 
next two meetings will be held 
on November 10 and December 
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Senator David Pettigrew (0-

C) introduced a new bill, the 
purpose of which is "to 
establish a code of laws to 
regulate student conduct at 
Georgia College." It was 
assigned to the Student Ac-
tivities Committee for 
deliberation.

GC Follows Suit 
On Tuesday October 27, 1970, 

the Day Student Organization 
under the supervision of Bobby 
Stevens and Steve Simpson, 
held a mock election for 
Govenor and Lt. Govenor for 
the state of Georgia. The mock 
election came exactly one week 
before most Georgians go to the 
polls to decide upon this state's 
next chief executive. 

The DSO ballot carried only 
four names, those of the 
Republican nominees Hal Suit 
and Frank Miller for Govenor 
and Lt. Govenor and Jimmy 
Carter and Lester Maddox for 
the same offices. Space was 
provided for write-in can-
didates. 

Turn out was light in as much 
as the DSO had not given much 
advance notice for the election 
and many students to this day 
are unaware that it was even 
held. In the race for Lt. 
Governor, Governor Lester 
Maddox lead his Republican 
opponent, Frank Miller, with a 
total of 212 votes to Miller's 173. 
This gave Maddox 34 percent of 
the vote. Miller 44 percent and 
the remaining 3 percent was 
divided among write-in can-
didates Julian Bond, G.P. 
Jones, and Paul Davis. In the 
Govenor's race it was apparent 
that Georgia College follows 
Suit, for the former newsman 
turned politician got 60 percent 
of the vote leaving Democrat 
Jimmy Carter with only 38 
percent. Suit's total vote was 
245 to Carter's 157. The 
remaining 3 percent in this race 
went to write-ins Carl Sanders

Letter To 
The Editor 

Dear Sir: 
I wish to express my ap-

preciation to Mr. Clyde Moore 
for giving us a public example 
of the kind of thing that I think is 
going to be needed in large 
quantities in the years to come 
to Hve in this old world with 
more and more people. 

Mr. Moore embarked on a 
course of action while his en-
thusiasm and interest was still 
high without first analyzing and 
planning himself altogether 
out of the notion of any kind of 
action. He then in his initial 
analysis of the functioning of 
the academic council behaved 
openly and honestly as an in-
dividual personality and, 
finally, and probably more 
significantly, he continued to 
behave openly and honestly 
when his course of action 
revealed that things were not as 
he initially thought.
